Dear Friends                                                 

     It is rather a strange feeling writing this letter to a group of people 

most of whom I have never met.  At this stage I guess it would be 

appropriate to say something by way of an introduction, so there 

follows a brief potted history. 

     I was born in London and spent most of my early years in Surrey 

having moved there with my parents at the age of 6.  After leaving 

school I went to Durham University to study Economics and it was 

there that I met Jenny, another southerner.  After a short period gaining 

experience of doing a ‘normal’ job, Jenny and I married in 1981. just 

before I started my ministerial training at Wesley House, Cambridge. 

     My first circuit appointment was in the Durham and Deerness 

Valley circuit where I had started my local preaching a few years earlier.  

I was the minister of three churches in ex-mining villages in an area 

with a strong Methodist history.  After 5 years we moved to the 

Aldershot, Farnborough and Camberley circuit, now a family of 4, Jo 

and Nicky having been born in Durham.  While in Farnborough I was 

the minister of two churches, the larger of which had been a garrison 

church and still had very close links with the military.  I was a part-

time chaplain to the 7th Royal Horse Artillery and to RAF Farnborough. 

     In 1995 we moved to Yorkshire to what was then the Otley and 

Aireborough circuit.  I worked principally in Bramhope, where we lived, 

and Yeadon which will be known to many of you.  We stayed in the 

circuit for twelve years for most of which I served as superintendent. 

     For the last ten years we have been living in Harrogate.  We have 

overseen a major redevelopment at Trinity Church which has helped the 

church to find a new sense of purpose and drawn a significant number 

of new families into the life of the church.   

     Until Easter Jenny worked as a special needs teacher at Beckfoot 

School in Bingley having been there for over twenty years, which is 

good going for the wife of a Methodist minister.  Our elder daughter Jo 

is married to Stephen and they live in Penge (South London).  Jo works 

for a small publishing firm in London, editing and publishing history 

books.  Our younger daughter Nicky also lives in London and got 
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married to Philip in July.  Nicky is presently doing her clinical 

psychology training in Guildford, having previously worked with 

people suffering from eating disorders. 

     I am looking forward to getting to know you over the coming weeks 

and months.  It is my hope and prayer that through the faith that we 

share we may work together in the service of God as we seek his way 

forward together.

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Horsforth’s Benefactor 
William Mathieson, a name to be proud of 
 

     Horsforth Hall, the ancestral home of the Stanhope Family since 
1699, was bought in 1930 by William Mathieson.  There follows the story 
of his gift to Horsforth, written by Tim Weatherhead (son in law of 
Maureen Smith). 
  

    Sometimes we take strength from the most unlikely of sources.  The 
date of 7th February 2006 is an important one for me.  That day I was 
made redundant, uncertainty beckoned, with a large family and bills to 
pay I was understandably worried.  So, upon hearing this news, I found 
myself at home on gardening leave and subsequently sitting in Horsforth 
Park throwing a ball for the dog and contemplating how circumstance 
had delivered me to this point in my life.   
     I often go to Horsforth Park and have taken the children on many 
occasions to show them the plaque with 
my Great Grandfather’s name on it.  So, 
on this day, I read these words again and 
it gave me great strength not only to find 
a new job, but also to spend some of my 
‘new found freedom’ to read more about 
the man I knew so little about. 
     My Great Grandfather was a Doctor of 
Divinity, no less.  A man of faith, 
understanding and humility.  A title that sounds Victorian and steeped in 
mystery.  An honorary degree.  The title bestowed to individuals who 
have devoted their lives to theological pursuits or community betterment. 
     He was also a successful Presbyterian business man who had made 
his wealth and in particular the Rayburn stove.  Originally his foundry 
was located in Falkirk, Scotland and at its peak was producing up to 
1,500 stoves per annum, so well made (I am informed) that most of 
which are still in full working order and sought after to this day. 
     Should you wish to visit the plaque, you will see it is very simple and 
understated.  No grand titles here, no boast of anything – other than the 
recognition of one of Horsforth’s greatest bequests.  A gift to the 
townsfolk of Horsforth to enjoy for many generations to come.  William 
had bought the Estate in 1930 and had moved his iron foundry to 
Armley.  Such was the admiration for him that the 250 workers in Falkirk 
followed him (many on foot) to relocate and work for him in Armley.  
     He gave the park to the townsfolk of Horsforth and this was marked 
in a ceremony on Saturday 7th May 1932.  There is a ceremonial key 
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which was handed to the Chairman of the Council and which is on 
display in Horsforth Museum.   
     He never lived in the great hall but at Glenburn, Calverley Lane, now 
flats.  In the park he added a 9 hole golf course, the putting green, the 
bandstand and lawn tennis courts.  In later years Tuesday tea dances 
became a regular feature, together with Sunday afternoon brass band 
concerts.  The park became a meet and greet focal point for everyone to 
enjoy. 
     The park has changed further over the years, with the addition of 
playgrounds and buildings used originally to serve teas and ice cream 
(now an Indian restaurant). 
     So, it sounds like William Mathieson was a lovely, generous man.   
Somebody for me and others to aspire to.  This is what I think of when I 
visit the plaque which you will find round the back of the playground on 
the right of the stable wall. 
     Finally, I am pleased to say that I am back in gainful employment and 
I hope you have enjoyed reading this brief snapshot of time.

Tim’s mother adds that in 1938, the 
construction of the ring road took 
some land off the lower edge of the 
park – so that the lodge gate 
disappeared.  Horsforth Council 
took over the Hall for a Civil 
Defence Post in war time.  Sadly 

the beautiful Hall was allowed to get into a state of disrepair and was 
demolished in 1952.  A rose garden remains in its place, without Mr 
Mathieson’s generous gift we could not enjoy this lovely park today. 

     A photograph of the ceremony has a caption which reads: 

“HORSFORTH’S NEW 
PLEASURE GROUND – Mr 
William Mathieson, the donor, and 
Mrs Mathieson passing through a 
guard of honour of Cubs and Girl

The first meeting was graciously 
hosted by Mrs Margaret Reasbeck. The fellowship became so 
precious to us that we did not want to stop meeting. At that point a 
York course was being promoted in the Methodist Recorder. This 
was providential. It met our needs because we did not need a 
leader: just someone with a tape recorder (and now a CD player). 
The accompanying booklet has questions and guidance. 
     We listened and talked and managed very well without a 
minister, although we had a purple patch when the Rev G David 
Hall joined us as a member. He and Lois Emm crossed swords and 
we all learnt so much from them. Lois had studied at university 
under the Right Rev David Jenkins. 
     Members have died, moved from Horsforth and become too ill to 
attend, but our number has always been about 10. 
We have moved from house to house, transported each other as 
necessary, and as convenient. 
     We have put together the York courses we have enjoyed. 
Please take one and try it, alone or with others. It is a great 
experience. 
     The courses will be in boxes in the main hall after the morning 
service, at the coffee morning and in the quiet room.

Also, by reducing stress we are told it helps relaxation and sleep. It 
improves our posture, and enables us to exercise our facial 
muscles, allegedly improving attractiveness. It seems to help brain 
development, including linking the cerebral hemispheres, as well as 
mental awareness, concentration and memory. Socially it 
apparently builds confidence, creativity, community, a sense of 
belonging, trust of those around you, and a feeling of safety. It 
unites generations, enables self-expression and stimulates 
emotional learning."  
 

The above all comes from 'In every corner sing', by Andrew Reid, 
Church Music Quarterly, June 2017, pp. 23-25. And, strangely, see 
also 'Guide to happiness', by Bill Bailey, Saga Monthly, August 
2017, p. 130. So, keep on singing those hymns with vigour, and 
you're sure to feel better!
